Day Three: 7.9 miles
After an easy grade to Beauty Spot
Gap, we have a series of moderate
downhill slopes through Indian Grave
(3,360 ft) and Curley Maple (3,080 ft)
Gaps. We will pass a couple of small
springs and a small stream along the
way to the Curley Maple Shelter and
our last night in the wilderness.

Day Four: 4.2 miles
The last day starts with a sharp
switchback on a steep south  -facing
slope. We will quickly reach the noisy
Jones Branch and follow it into the
Nolichucky Gorge.
